FISSENDEN, HARRY. Lance Corporal, G/1029. 
7th (Service) Battalion, Queen’s Own (Royal West Kent Regiment). 
Died 30 September 1916. Aged 25. 
Born Trotterscliffe, Kent. Enlisted Maidstone, Kent. 
Son of John Fissenden of East Street, Addington, West Malling, Kent, and of the 
late Jane Fissenden (née Stacey). 
Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 11 C. 
Harry enlisted in the army for 3 years with the colours on 4 September 1914, at 
which time he stated that he was 23 years and 90 days old, and that he was 
employed as a Gardener. Harry named one of his sisters; Miss Gertrude 
Fissenden of East Street, Addington, West Malling, Kent, as his next of kin. 
Initially Harry served in the 3rd (Reserve) Battalion, Queen’s Own (Royal West 
Kent Regiment) to carry out his basic training. On 26 October 1914 he was 
posted to the 9th (Reserve) Battalion of the regiment. Harry’s next move was on 
17 September 1915 when he was transferred to the 7th (Service) Battalion, 
Queen’s Own (Royal West Kent Regiment), and posted to France. On 19 August 
1916 Harry was appointed an (unpaid) Lance Corporal.  
 
FISSENDEN, SIDNEY WILLIAM. Private, L/10721. 
“C” Company, 2nd Battalion, Queen’s Own (Royal West Kent Regiment). 
Died 7 December 1915. Aged 23. 
Born Trotterscliffe, Kent 3 December 1893. Enlisted Chatham, Kent. 
Son of John Fissenden of East Street, Addington, West Malling, Kent, and of the 
late Jane Fissenden (née Stacey). 
Commemorated on the Doiran Memorial, Greece.  
Sidney was Christened at the parish church of Trotterscliffe, Kent on 7 May 1893. 
As a regular soldier, Sidney enlisted for an engagement of 7 years with the 
colours and 5 years in the army reserve on 30 March 1915. At the time of his 
enlistment, Sidney stated that he was employed as a Farm Labourer, and that he 
was desirous of serving in the Queen’s Own (Royal West Kent Regiment). After 
being trained in the 3rd (Reserve) Battalion, Queen’s Own (Royal West Kent 
Regiment), Sidney was transferred to the 2nd Battalion of the regiment on 29 
September 1915 for service at Salonica, and on 15 October 1915 he was posted 
to the Balkan war theatre. 
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HOOD, JAMES EDWARD. Leading Stoker, 311196. 
Royal Navy, H.M.S. Formidable. 
Died 1 January 1915. Aged 26. 
Born DODD, FREDERICK. Able Seaman, C/JX290676 Kent 5 June 1888. 
Son of Edward John and Rhoda Hood (née Bristow) of Addington Green, West 
Malling, Kent. 
Commemorated on the Chatham Naval Memorial. Panel 11, as shown above.  
The parish where James was born is usually spelt Trottiscliffe, but pronounced 
DODD, FREDERICK. Able Seaman, C/JX290676 
 
MARTIN, GEORGE THOMAS W. Private, 4215. 
5th (Service) Battalion, Gordon Highlanders. 
Died 29 November 1916. Aged 23. 
Born Wrotham, Kent. Enlisted Maidstone, Kent. 
Son of Thomas and Ellen Martin of Woodgate Cottage, Addington, West Malling, 
Kent. 
Buried Adanac Military Cemetery, Miraumont, Somme, France.  
Grave Ref: II. E. 29. 
 
MASTERS, BERTIE J. Private, 33127. 
10th (Service) Battalion, Yorkshire Regiment. 
Died 6 October 1917. 
Son of Mr. J. E. Masters of 62, Boxley Road, Maidstone, Kent. 
Buried Godewaersvelde British Cemetery, Nord, France. Grave Ref: I. L. 32. 
Unfortunately there is no SDGW entry appertaining to Bertie. At the time of the 
1901 census, a family with the surname Masters was residing at the Brents area 
of Preston-next-Faversham, Kent. Head of the house was 44 year old Plymston, 
Devon native Joseph Masters, married to 45 year old Stonehouse, Devon native 
Jessie Masters. Amongst Joseph and Jessie’s nine children was 8 year old 
Bertie who was a native of Faversham, Kent, and possibly the casualty above. 
 
PATTENDEN, PERCY. Gunner, 102517. 
6th Cavalry Ammunition Column, Royal Horse Artillery. 
Died 15 May 1916. Aged 27. 
Born East Malling, Kent. Enlisted Maidstone, Kent. 
Son of Thomas and Eleanor Pattenden (née Tanner) of Aldon Farm, West 
Malling, Kent.  
Buried Amara War Cemetery, Iraq. Grave Ref: XII. L. 13. 
At the time of the 1901 census, the Pattenden family resided at the above 
address. Head of the house was 47 year old Uckfield, Sussex native Thomas 
Pattenden who was employed as the Farm Bailiff.  
 
WHITE, CHARLES. No clear trace at this time.

Died 22 September 1914. Aged 37. 
Born Wouldham, Kent 3 April 1876. 
Son of the late Thomas and Annie Goodhew of Addington, Malling, Kent. 
Husband of the late Nellie Goodhew. 
Commemorated on the Chatham Naval Memorial. Panel 5, as shown above. 
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
