Samuel’s place of
birth and enlistment as shown above, are as he is recorded in/on Soldiers Died in
the Great War, which is a useful source of information, but is known to contain
thousands of errors. Samuel’s place of birth might be one of the errors contained
infon Soldiers Died in the Great War. The transcriber of these brief
commemorations has been unable to find any match on other data sources,
apart from that of Soldiers Died in the Great War, for a matching birth
appertaining to Samuel. The birth of a SAMUEL LUTHER V. BATCHELOR was
registered in the West Ashford (Kent) registration district, during the third quarter
of 1897. At the time of the 1901 census, there was an entry for a 3 year old
SAMUEL L.V. BATCHELOR, who was a native of Pluckley, Ashford, Kent, who is
probably the same person whose birth was registered in the West Ashford (Kent)
registration district. The Batchelor family was residing at Court Lodge,
Harrietsham, Maidstone, Kent when the 1901 census was conducted. Head of
the house was 27 year old Sevenoaks, Kent native, Henry John Batchelor, who
was employed as the Head Cowman on a farm. Although Henry’s wife; Honor
Elizabeth H. Batchelor (née Board) was a native of Shute, Devonshire, it was
noted that the other two Batchelor children; 3 year old John G.B. Batchelor, and
2 year old Mark C. Batchelor were both natives of Sevenoaks, Kent. Although it
would seem likely that Samuel had in fact been born at Pluckley, Ashford, Kent,
he is not commemorated on the village of Pluckley civic war memorial, or on that
at Harrietsham, Maidstone, Kent, where the Batchelor family later resided. Mark
C. Batchelor fell on 15 June 1915, whilst serving in the 4th Battalion, Royal
Fusiliers (City of London Regiment). Mark is thought to be at rest at Hinges
Military Cemetery, Pas de Calais, France. Commemorated on a Special
Memorial near grave B. 25. At Hinges Military Cemetery, 20 of the burials are
unidentified, but there are Special Memorials to four casualties who believed to
be buried among the identified graves.



POTTER, ALBERT EDWARD. Private, L/10746.

2nd Battalion, Royal Sussex Regiment.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Potter family resided at Oberies, Brasted,
Kent. Head of the house was 45 year old John Potter who was an Ordinary
Agricultural Labourer, and recorded by the census enumerator as being English
but his actual place of birth unknown. Although Albert’s battalion as part of the
2nd Brigade, 1st Division, had arrived in France on 13 August 1914, it was not
until 13 December 1915 that he was posted to France. In addition to having not
been commemorated on the Ide Hill, civic war memorial, regrettably, Albert, who
was a regular soldier, is also not commemorated on the Brasted, Kent civic war
memorial. Albert's omissions from both of the aforementioned civic war
memorials, might be the result of requests from his family to not add his name on
either of them. Although there are several documented cases of similar requests
from families of the fallen of both world wars, on this occasion it seems unlikely.
One of the reasons why the likelihood of a request from his family, is that one of
Albert’'s brothers; Private Percy Potter, of the 58th Company, Machine Gun
Corps (Infantry), who died on the Somme on 3 July 1917, aged 18, as can be
seen above, Percy is quite properly commemorated as one of the Ide Hill, Great
War casualties. Usually where than one family member has been a casualty, it
would appear that the non-commemoration requests from the respective families,
had applied to all of the family members who had died.



RYCROFT, HENRY FREDERICK. Captain.

At the time of the 1881 census, the Rycroft family resided at Everlands, Ide Hill,
Kent. Head of the house was 42 year old Brighton, Sussex, native Charles Alfred
W. Rycroft who was a Justice of the Peace. On the 1901 census, Henry was
recorded by the enumerator as being a 22 year old visitor at Carleton Hal,
Carleton, Pontefract, Yorkshire, and as being a Lieutenant serving in the
Wiltshire Regiment. Henry was posted to France on 29 November 1914. His
brother; Major Alfred R.H. Rycroft of the Queen’'s Own (Royal West Kent
Regiment), of Purton Stoke House, Purton, Swindon, Wiltshire, claimed Henry’s
medals in February 1922. As can be seen when viewing the above photograph
by Susan F. of the memorial plaque above, Henry was killed in action at Menin
Cross Roads near Ypres, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium.




Post Great War

William was accidentally killed while on duty at Crigglestone Colliery, Wakefield,
Yorkshire, during the Miners strike. Following William’s tragic death, an inquest
was held at Clayton Hospital, Wakefield, Yorkshire, on the 16 August 1919. The
evidence given at the inquest stated, that no one saw how the accident had
actually occurred, however the colliery Shunter stated that he heard a yell, and
on going back found the deceased pinned between the buffers of empty coal
wagons at a coal dump near the boiler furnace. From the position of deceased he
thought he had slipped on some loose slack coal, and had been caught by the
buffers before he could recover himself. It was also stated that every effort had
been made by the Naval and colliery officials, to get deceased to hospital as
soon as possible, but William had died on the way to hospital. At the conclusion
of the inquest a verdict of "accidental death" was returned. William’s coffin was
draped in the Union Jack and the White Ensign, at the time of his funeral, which
was conducted by The Reverend Walter Raven who was the Vicar of Ide Hill
from 1915 to 1924.
